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Cultural Path Futaba Museum
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Sadayvakko Kawakami, Japan’s first
actress, lived at this residence
with Momosuke Fukuzawa, who
was called the “king of electri-
cal power” in the Taisho period
(1912-1926). Called Futaba Palace,
the gorgeous half-Japanese and
half-Western building was used
as a salon for business leaders and

cultural figures at the time,
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Cultural Path Shumo kukan
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Tamesaburo Imoto, a successful ceramics
merchant, built this residence from the late
Taisho period (1912-1926) to the early Showa
period [1926-1989). A Japanese-style building,
Western-style building, and two storehouses
on the east and west, a tearoom, and a garden
are preserved on the roughly 600-tsubo (about
1,983-square-meter) samurai residence prop-
erty.

Former Residence of Sasuke Thyoda
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Home to Sasuke Toyoda, the younger brother of

Sakichi Toyoda who is known for the invention

of the automatic loom, the residence consists of

awooden Western and Japanese-style building,
On the first floor of the Western-style building
is an air vent adorned with the Family crest ofa
crane and turtle with the name Tovoda.

Former Residence of Tetsujiro Haruta
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The residence of Tetsujiro Haruta, a successful
ceramics exporter, the property consists of a
Japanese-style building used for daily life and
a Western-style building (P21) currently used
as arestaurant. The second floor Western-style
building and part of the Japanese-style building
are open to viewing.

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Nagoya City Archives
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Used as a courthouse for about 60 vears, the
building is said to be one of the last large
brick buildings in Japan, where earthquake
damage is prominent.

Aichi Prefectural Office Main Annex
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The castle-style roof was designed to be in
harmony with the adjacent Nagoya City Hall
Main Annex. The heavy doors of the front
entrance preserved from the establishment
and the marble-floored elevator hall are
some highlights.

Nagoya City Hall Main Annex
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The 53.5-meter-high landmark clock tower
and the modern building adorned with Jap-
anese-style roof tiles leave quile an impres-
sion. Mythical sea creatures called shachi
glarein each direction at the top of the tower
as the building is designed to be in harmony
with the Nagoya Castle.

Chikaramachi Catholic Church
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The church became the headquarters for
Catholic missionaries in the Tokai region.
The chapel is a wooden one-story building
with a mountain-shaped roof. See the ele-
gant triple arches in front and a bell made in
Franceinaround 1890,
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Nagoya Ceramics Hall
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The hall was built for the Nagoya Ceram-
ic Commerce and Trade Association in the
northeastern part of the city, which was the
center for painting export ceramics. The
unigue design incorporates arches and cir-
cles on the building's interior and exterior.

Nunoike Catholic Church
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In this Roman Catholic church with head-
quarters in the Vatican City,
stained glass can be seen at the symbolic
twin-spired cathedral, which is also a popu-
lar wedding venue,
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
